From scripture, we discover that a covenant 
not only represents an agreement between 
people or parties, but is also used as a divine 
title. 
 
Christ was to be in Himself not the Mediator 
of the Covenant, but the Covenant, the 
meeting place between God and man, just 
as He is the Peace as well as the 
Peacemaker.
